Please find attached an updated timeline of the documentation and/or correspondence that Broward College has received from, or submitted to, the SACS-COC since October, 2007. All electronic documentation that is not sensitive can be found on the Broward College website at: http://www.broward.edu/accreditation/reports/index.jsp
October 2, 2007 – Broward College of Ecuador is included under the scope of accreditation granted to Broward College. 

October 15, 2007 – BCC submits a letter to SACS-COC to initiate the approval process to become a Level II institution.

September 11, 2007 – BCC submits a substantive change request to deliver fully online associate degrees and certificates.

April 25, 2008 – BCC submits application document to SACS-COC to become a Level II institution.

May 8, 2008 – SACS-COC acknowledges BCC’s application for a level change to establish a Bachelor of Science in Teacher Education degree.

June 18, 2008 – SACS-COC approves  fully on-line Associate Degrees and Certificates.  

July 11, 2008 – June 2008 SACS-COC BOT   awards membership at Level II to offer the Bachelor of Science in Teacher Education, and authorizes a sub-change committee to visit the institution to review continued compliance with the Principles of Accreditation.  

August 12, 2008 – BC informs SACS-COC of the College’s new name. 

August 19, 2008 – SACS-COC acknowledges name change for Broward College.

October 20, 2008 – BC updates SACS-COC regarding off-campus centers launched since 2003: Pines Center, Weston Center, Miramar Automotive and Marine Centers of Excellence, the Miramar Town Center, and the course offerings at the Coral Springs Charter School.  

March 25, 2009 – Letter to David Armstrong, sent from the SACS-COC for the College advises BC to complete the Fifth Year Interim Report. 

April 27, 2009 – BC receives letter from SACS-COC in response to the Sri Lanka International Center. The SACS-COC requests Broward College to provide additional information to document qualifications of several faculty members.

May 19, 2009 -- David Moore responds to request for information regarding  Sri Lanka faculty qualifications.  
June 17, 2009—BC submits to SACS-COC a letter of intent to offer a BAS degree in Supervision and Management beginning in January 2010. 

July 13, 2009 – The SACS-COC reviews BC’s procedure addressing timely reporting of substantive changes, and advises the College to continue to address all types of substantive changes as define in Commission policy. 

September 4, 2009 – SACS-COC requests clarification regarding four faculty members’ credentials at the Sri Lanka center.

September 14, 2009 – BC sends SACS-COC a response to the report of the Substantive Change Committee to address their recommendations from the visit of March 23-25, 2009.   

September 25, 2009 – BC responds  to SACS-COC regarding credential clarification for  four Sri Lanka faculty.. The college is awaiting final approval of  the Sri Lanka campus at ACHE as an accredited international center.  We will submit our proposal for USIL in Peru after the Sri Lanka substantive change is approved..

September 25, 2009 – Prospectus sent to SACS-COC for BAS in Supervision and Management. SACS will notify the College if another visiting team is required for BC’s second baccalaureate program. 

October 9, 2009 – BC sends letter to SACS-COC along with completed 5th Year Interim Report.

December 5-8, 2009 – SACS-COC 2009 Annual Meeting in Atlanta, Georgia.  BC’s response to the report of the Substantive Change Committee to address their recommendations from the visit of March 23-25, 2009, will be reviewed and acted upon.   

The College is due for reaffirmation in 2014. This means that no later than 2010-2011, work must begin on its QEP since it will require data to support the College’s findings during its 10-Year Reaffirmation of Accreditation Self-Study. 
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
