Take courses required for a particular field.
Use Career Center online and on campus resources.
Join related clubs.
Take a PT or FT job related to your main field

of interest.
Volunteer in a setting related to your interest.
Shadow/spend a day with a person in an occupation
you are considering.
Go online/visit the department that relates to a major
on the university campuses you are considering for
transfer.
Do a Co-Op work experience & earn college credit in a
job directly related to your major. See a BCC Faculty
Coordinator, once you have 12 college credits.
