Discussion re: course:

Jan explained that she received notification from the Office of Curriculum Services explaining that the State Wide Course Numbering System, (SCNS), changed the number on ATT2825C to ATT2824C. She is notifying the Committee that the corrections to (A.A.S., xxxx), Aviation Operations: Air Traffic Control program sheet and course outline are presently being revised. 

Articulation Summary of Proposal:
Aviation has completed development of a new program concentration, Air Traffic Control, under the Aviation Operations Associate in Science degree, major code. 

This proposal represents the finalized Certificate and Plan of Study/Program Sheet and last two courses for the degree/certificate, ATT2826, “ATC Capstone Project” and ASC2470, “Human Factors of Flight and Air Traffic Control”. The additional program core courses included on the program sheet have been submitted to Curriculum during previous meetings.
Articulation Rationale for Proposal:                                                                              
The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) employs more than 14,000 air traffic controllers.  Over the next decade, approximately 72% of the workforce will become eligible to retire.  In order to meet the challenges of this wave of retirements and the increasing demand for air travel, the FAA will hire 15,000 to 17,000 new air traffic controllers over the next 10 years. The College is in the process of attaining collegiate training initiative status from the FAA to train much of the local and national demand for controllers. These new courses support minimum FAA standards for our graduates recommended to the FAA Academy.  All ATC courses incorporate highly specialized simulator equipment.   The program specialization will afford students an opportunity to obtain an A.S. degree with an Air Traffic Control specialization, or for those with an associate in science degree or higher, an Air Traffic Control Certificate for preparation and recommendation to the FAA Academy.
Recommendations:
The Committee presented three suggestions:

1)   A typing error exists on the Air Traffic Control Plan of Study program sheet. Please   revise and resubmitted to the document to the Curriculum Department.
2)   Two footnotes need to be added to the Aviation Operations Air Traffic Control  Specialization, (A.A.S., xxxx),program sheet: 
       Revised Program Sheet:  

      a) “Students who successfully complete the ‘Basic Student Technology Literacy’ test may select from the ’Aviation Elective Courses’ to complete the degree requirement”.
b) “The College’s AT-CTI program is tailored for and approved by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA).  With this approval, we are responsible for screening and providing initial training for future FAA Air Traffic Controllers.   In support of the FAA's performance standards, the ATC program of the Aviation Department is requiring all students enrolled in the AT-CTI program to maintain a minimum grade a B (82%) or higher in all ATC core courses.  This does not mean you cannot graduate with an Associate of Applied Science Degree in Air Traffic Control, but it does mean you will not be recommended by the Faculty or Administration of Broward College's Air Traffic Collegiate Training Initiative to the FAA”. 
Recommendations:
Motion was made, seconded and unanimously passed to approve the proposal. Jan Shakespeare will forward all revised documentation to the Office of Curriculum Services.
