Dr. Eileen Holden announced to the committee that Steve Obenauf was suddenly admitted to the hospital and was undergoing tests. Eileen called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m.

Approval of the Minutes: A motion was made by Jim Lansing and seconded by Carlton Byrd to approve the minutes with a name spelling correction from Charllottaux to Charlotteaux.
Dr. Holden informed the committee the goal for today would be to brainstorm and discuss our philosophy for BCC’s general education requirements taking into account the intellectual competencies and practical skills that we feel are needed to be considered an educated person in the 21st century. The group agreed to initially focus on categories that are common to all degrees-- AA, AS, and AAS.
Dr. Holden urged the Gen Ed Task Force to use WebCT and to post their introductions as well as their comments in the discussion section. She asked that the committee pledge to become familiar with WebCT so that we can minimize the need for “face-to-face” meetings. 
Professor Beau Beadel demonstrated the procedure for logging onto WebCT for the benefit of those who have not yet done so or were not present at the last meeting. He showed examples of the introductions and reviewed the various links. Professor Beadel introduced two new “threads” which focus on planning activities and philosophy review.
· After considerable discussion and “free association” by the task force members, Dr. Holden agreed to take the notes and to shape the comments into a very preliminary draft philosophy which will be posted on WebCt for review and further discussion.
