1. Scherperel/Kleiman,  Music Faculty, Central



a. New Course: MUM2700, Introduction to Music Business

Loretta Scherperel and Carey Kleiman explained this course is an introductory course for music students who have an interest in the business market for music. They added that most students take the traditional courses and are not prepared to have all the information they need to be marketable.


The Music Faculty will teach this course as an elective. Loretta added that an A.S. degree in Music Technology may be proposed at a future date.

Educator Preparation Institute
Donna reported there is a teacher shortage not only in Broward County, but also in the State of Florida. Broward hires approximately 2,000 teachers a year, and statewide we need 20,000; with the State University System producing approximately 6,000 per year.

The proposed EPI program will target individuals currently holding a B.A. in an area of study other than education. The EPI courses will allow the students to gain the knowledge and tools needed to obtain a Florida Professional Teaching Certificate.
BCC education faculty have developed these EPI on-line courses.
