STUDENT EXPECTATIONS FOR FIELD EXPERIENCE
DRESS CODE
Dress professionally and appropriately for the school in order to set an example for students. While each school may be different, a generic guide with the school’s expectations is suggested as follows:

· Males: shirt with collar and slacks. Some schools may require a tie. School polo shirts are acceptable when appropriate.

· Hats and caps are not permitted.

· Females: no shorts, jeans, clothing with holes or rips, active wear, tee shirts or midriff tops, tank tops, sneakers or flip-flops. 
· Flashy jewelry is inappropriate.
· Piercing other than earrings and exposable tattoos are not permitted.

· Avoid clothing which is revealing and/or provocative in nature. It can detract from instruction.

· Distracting colored or styled hair is unacceptable.
· If the school has spirit day or field trip on the day you report, discuss appropriate attire with your cooperating teacher and follow his/her lead. This applies to other special activities.
· Maintain a neat and clean appearance at all time.

· Avoid excessive make-up.

ATTENDANCE AND PUNCTUALITY
Schools run a very tight daily schedule; therefore students are expected to be mindful of their time.

· Coordinate all observation visits through your college/university.

· Student will make the initial contact with the cooperating teacher prior to visiting the school.

· Arrive at the school  10-15 minutes early to check in to the main office

· Wear the School Board of Broward County issued badge at all time for each visit.
· Comply with each school’s security procedures.

· Always sign in/out at the school’s front office upon arrival and departure

· Be polite and patient with the office staff

· Maintain a regular schedule and adhere to it. Consistent attendance and punctuality are mandatory to fulfill your required hours.
· Notify the cooperating teacher if a personal emergency arises and you will not be able to attend as scheduled. Leave a message if necessary.

· Record Field Experience hours and ask your cooperating teacher to initial the log of EACH VISIT. Logs will be provided by the college/university instructor.

MAINTAIN PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT
Students are expected to respect the internal rules of the school in which they are placed. The student is expected to:


· Demonstrate professional and ethical behavior at all times.
· Avoid negative comments about the college, school staff, students and or the cooperating teacher.

· Maintain confidentiality of students’ academic progress and behaviors.
· Follow the cooperating teachers’ directions at all times and do not become a distraction in the classroom.

· Student should never be left alone in the classroom.

· At the first visit, provide the cooperating teacher with a copy of the course syllabus relevant to course assignment. Make arrangement to meet with the cooperating teacher in advance of the first visit, this might be helpful in clarifying the course requirements with regards to field placement. 
· Address school staff, students and parents in a courteous manner.
· If you are assigned to a classroom with another field experience student, remember that you must not disturb the classroom by visiting with each other. Many teachers have told the colleges/universities that they will not accept more than one student at a time because of previous problems in this area.

· Cell phones will be put on silent. If any emergency occurs, excuse yourself from the classroom before returning the call. Text messaging and blue tooth usage is not permitted.
· Listening to musical devices is prohibited.

· Classrooms are crowded: do not bring unnecessary items with you. A notebook, a pen and lesson materials if appropriate are all that you will need most of the time. All of your behaviors should be in support of the work of the classroom. Engaging in behaviors such as applying nail polish, eating snacks or chewing gum are disruptive and completely inappropriate. Unless the cooperating teacher invites you to partake in refreshment, do not drink or eat in the classroom.
EMOTIONAL CONTROL

· Maintain a calm, controlled voice and professional demeanor.

· React objectively if authority and knowledge are challenged.

· Accept criticism in a professional manner.

· Swearing is unacceptable.

Failure to comply with these expectations may result in the loss of privilege to participate in field experience. This may affect your course completion.
