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The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm by the chair.  The minutes of the January meeting were approved as submitted.

Mr. Stallworth reported that the BCC Board of Trustees approved the recycling contract at their January meeting.  Philip Breese is now taking the contract to the Broward County Commission for approval.  He anticipates that our new recycling program will be in place this spring.  Mr. Stallworth is setting up a meeting to work with the Physical Plant directors and their staffs on all campuses to plan the details of the implementation of the project.  The county will be hiring Student Recycling Aides for South, Central and North to monitor the program and provide training (including on-going training with the contracted janitorial service personnel to be sure that the recycled materials are kept separate from trash and delivered to the proper container for collection).  Each campus will have a point person who will meet with the various campus offices to discuss convenient locations for recycling bins and will receive ongoing feedback from the campus community regarding suggestions for improvements.  John Thornton reminded Mr. Stallworth to include the new food service company in the implementation plan to assure the large volume of recyclable materials generated in the kitchens and dining areas are captured and processed.

As a way to raise awareness of the upcoming recycling program, Peggy has arranged to borrow two commingled recycling bins to place by the registration tables on Professional Development Day.  Dr. Holden has agreed to refer to the new recycling program in her opening remarks.  The student recycling slogan contest is underway with collection boxes placed in the Student Life office on all campuses, flyers placed around the campus, and an email sent to all faculty asking them the announce the contest.  Peggy received many positive reactions from the faculty.  The deadline for entries March 23.  At the next meeting, the committee will review the entries and select the winner.  Jillian Printz met Philip Breese at the Board of Trustees meeting and they will be working together to promote the program through the BCC Website, student email system, and print media as appropriate. 

The Board of Trustees indicated an interest in having the college set aside for sustainability projects the funds collected as a result of the 50-50 split of profits with Broward County for selling our recycled materials. 

The College Landscape Policy will be reviewed at a meeting of Physical Plant personnel on February 25.  If it is approved, the committee can send it forward at the next meeting to Mr. Stallworth and the President’s Cabinet.

Kim and Naomi will contact Diana Honeyblue-Monroe from the Student Life Office on Central Campus to coordinate efforts to set up a collegewide recycling program for printer, fax, and copier cartridges.  

Peggy shared a draft sustainability policy with the committee.  It was decided that it was not in the correct format, and Alex Denis volunteered to search on the Internet for college sustainability policies to use as a model.

Jeff Brezner gave a report on the waterless urinal project in Building 23, which, along with water efficient plumbing fixtures, can save 50 – 60% on water usage.  He invited any interested members to come to the workshop scheduled for February 25 on the automated lighting systems, waterless urinals, and sustainable carpeting.  The new generation of carpets actually filter the air and are superior to tile both in reducing indoor air pollution and in their ability to be recycled (whereas tile becomes waste in a landfill).  Professional Development Day will provide several workshops that will help educate our college about sustainability, and the support of the committee in encouraging attendance at these workshops is greatly appreciated.

Nilo Marin asked for information about the food ordered on other campuses for Earth Day and received information from Natalie Osterhoudt and Peggy Green.  The winner of the Recycling Slogan contest will be recognized at the Earth Day events on all campuses.   

Eneida Ratliff, who has never attended a committee meeting, resigned from the committee.  Since there are only two remaining meetings, the committee decided not to replace her.         

Our next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, March 24 at 2:00 pm in the Building 23 Conference Room, Central Campus so that we can tour the new water efficient plumbing installed as a pilot project in that building.  Please note the change of location for this one meeting only.  The meeting was adjourned at 2:20 pm.
