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The meeting was called to order at 1:05 pm by the chair.  The minutes of the March meeting were approved as submitted.

Since Michael White did not attend to give an update on the progress of our recycling program, Peggy will call him.  The committee would like to be sure that the various BCC sites are monitored so that if one area has a contamination problem, garbage cans clearly labeled “food waste only” can be placed next to the commingled container.  Peggy passed around a two 8.5’ X 11” recycle signs of different design that were created by students on North Campus (winners of a contest to focus the campus on recycling efforts).  Peggy will contact the campus provosts to see if they would like to post these in the fall as we kick off our new program.  Rather than work on additional signs, the committee favors creating posters for the Web site (to reduce sign pollution on the campuses) that can be rotated and that carry different messages related to sustainability.  Peggy will speak to the art and graphics art professors about involving students in the design of the online posters.  In addition, the recycle containers could be imprinted with a campus specific message:  BCC (South, Central, North, WHC) Campus Promotes a Sustainable Future – All Discards Recycled – No Food Waste.

An email from Patti Barney confirmed that all computers in classrooms, labs, and other student areas are now shut down at 11:00 pm each night using the DeepFreeze software.  An email was also received from Professor Sorkin requesting that the college put efforts into controlling room temperature in buildings so that we are not wasting energy running space heaters during the summer because rooms are too cold.  A discussion followed about specific sites on all campuses that were persistent problems.  Perhaps a concerted effort could be made to ask faculty and staff to report rooms that are persistently too cold and focus efforts of the energy management team to regulate the equipment to attain greater comfort as well as energy efficiency.  Peggy will discuss this with Dr. Brezner.

Earth Day celebrations on South and North were a great success. Peggy brought a student display on green buildings that included suggestions for BCC.  This display and others on campus sustainability issues will be shared with the President this summer. Nilo Marin is interested in helping coordinate a program on Central Campus next year.   Earth Day Celebrations are a great opportunity for the committee to create a culture of environmental stewardship among the entire campus community.   Gail Banner did a great job planning with Office Depot to present the green products fairs.  They were excellent.  The only disappointment was the low attendance.  Next year we will try to offer a session during Colleague Recognition Day. 

Peggy will contact Mr. Stallworth to follow up on the status of the committee recommendations. 

The rest of the meeting was devoted to discussing the Sustainability Educational Plan for 2004-2005.  Attached is a table summarizing the committee’s vision for 2004-2005.  Peggy will work with Pat Senior this summer to assure our events are included on the Professional Development Calendar.       

The meeting was adjourned at 2:25 pm.

The committee has completed its work for this academic year, and will meet again at the beginning of the fall term.  Committee members were thanked for their excellent service this year.
