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The meeting was called to order at 2:00 pm by the chair.  The minutes of the October meeting were approved as submitted.  

Thanks to Kim’s efforts, we have an email address (greening@broward.edu)  that can serve as a vehicle for input to the committee by students, faculty, and staff.  The email address will be announced in the next On Target and will also appear on all announcements of committee initiatives.  Peggy will forward messages received to members of the committee.

Peggy met with Karen Peruzzi to plan the committee Webpage.  The committee reviewed a flowchart showing the relationship of the proposed committee site, and the type of information that will be included.  The committee members were asked for input and to send pictures that might be included in the banner to Peggy.  David Hall agreed to assist with the development and maintenance of the page, and will sign up for WAM training with Peggy in January when the new version of the software is released.

Peggy gave a report on the proposed recycling agreement under development with Broward County.  Two suggestions were made by the committee regarding the contract:  on-going training of janitorial personnel is a must and the signs on the bins must be in Spanish as well as English.  Peggy will give this input to Alex Denis so it can be included in the contract.

Draft 2 of the Landscape Policy was endorsed by John Thornton, Judy Srygler, and Cameron Kyle from North Campus.  A meeting will be set up with Wayne Quimby and John Stancil on Central and Sean Devany and Al Smith on South to solicit their input.

At the time of the meeting, Mr. Stallworth had not yet responded to a request for an update on the status of the recommendations made by the committee at the September meeting.  A report will be given at the next meeting.

Professional Development  Day (February 25) will provide the opportunity for the college community to learn more about sustainable practices.  Peggy will present a workshop on connecting the curriculum using sustainability as a theme; Carey Witkov will facilitate a workshop on Systems Thinking, Diana Guidry will discuss native plants/Naturescape/butterfly & wildlife gardening, and maintenance personnel will learn about energy efficient lighting & water conserving plumbing fixtures.  

Peggy shared information gathered at a conference she attended in Portland, OR in October on Sustainability in Higher Education.  She had the opportunity to tour several beautiful LEEDS certified buildings, see living roofs that reduce stormwater runoff, learn about innovative programs in recycling and offsetting global warming gas production through the purchase of Green Tags. Green Tags support development of renewable energy resources.

Kim Brodsky expressed interest in (via email) looking into a program for recycling printer, fax and copier cartridges.  Naomi volunteered to work with her.  Dave and Peggy will coordinate our efforts to seek grant funding for green buildings.  Natalie and Peggy will coordinate April 22 Earth Day celebrations on South and North.  We are still looking for a coordinator (not necessarily a committee member) to work with us on Central.  All members of the committee were asked to begin generating enthusiasm for the Feb. 25 workshops focused on sustainability, and to sign up for them when the invitation arrives.

John Work brought a message from Alex Denis who was not able to attend.  The Purchasing Department is working on a policy that would include sustainability expertise as applicable to the project as a component of the evaluation criteria in the selection process for construction managers.

Our next meeting is scheduled for Friday, December 10 at 1:00 pm in the Dean’s Conference Room, Building 19, Central Campus.  The meeting was adjourned at 2:40 pm.
