Campus Sustainability Conference:
Alex Denis attended the conference and gave a brief overview of the event. It was a large conference and was well represented by industry with a focus on sustainable practices; IE: community, green economy, K-12, water and energy etc.

Next year’s conference will take place at FAU and Alex has suggested the CW committee’s involvement, and college participation / representation. Alex is looking into the FAU contact to see how BC can participate. 

Campus Sustainability Committee Reports:

DTC: Lisbeth Issacs reported that DTC is working on a sustainability’s tips guide with various links to web sites that will go out to the campus. Additionally, Lisbeth has been heading a project on campus of dropping off and sharing of misc office supplies and is looking for available storage space and staff participation to expand the program. 

North: Peggy Green reported that students are working on a sustainability guide for the BC web site. A solar panel is in the plans for student academic purposes. An agreed plan w/ installation is TBD. Alex and Sean suggested getting Central Facilities involved in the project. Additionally, north is looking at a green roof initiative and exploring options, and ways of attracting more students to sign onto the graduation pledge is ongoing, with an on-line option being considered.

Central: Jimmy Chica reported that Central has just nominated new officers and will have more specific agenda / plans after their next scheduled meeting. Some projects underway are the recycling program, Student Life bldg. stewards, A recent NIKE sneaker drive (ended 10/14), Terracycle program, clothing drive, electronics recycling, and pet supply drop off.

South: Jarrod Hersh and Natalie Osterhoudt reported planned involvement in the Climate 350 event to be held in Fort Lauderdale, Saturday, October 24, 10:00 AM – 1:00 PM, planning of the campus environmental fair to be held February 8 – 11, 2010. Additionally, Jarrod is heading a Terracycle drive, (posters were created by Terri Justice for campus distribution), and Jarrod will explore the policy requirements regarding the graduation pledge. 

Other topics of discussion:

· Broward County has a new Sustainability Director. Alex will get contact information to the committee. Sean D. will contact regarding the BC recycling program.

· North campus continues to experience a problem with feral cats and is working with the Humane Society.

· Alex introduced the BC Sustainability Definition. It was reviewed and unanimously agreed upon. 

Sustainability – “A sustainable community or society is one where a balance between planet (environmental concerns), people (social concerns) and prosperity (economic concerns) is reached, so that we meet our needs without jeopardizing the prospects of future generations”.  
· Committee review was done of the Procurement and Information Technology sustainability (draft) policies.

· Desk top printers were discussed. Plans to remove all are moving forward. South Campus I.T will start removal on Wednesday October 21, 2009, with completion by mid November.

· AASHE, Stars Program was discussed. Peggy Green suggested waiting for the new program director before moving forward.

· Bill Pennell, CFO/Facilities VP; announced that the college is moving ahead with plans to hire a full time Sustainability Director. 
· Bill Pennell discussed a recent conference call with sister institutions in which Alex Denis and Peggy Green participated, representing the college well, discussing best practices and sustainable programs/ initiatives.

·  Jarrod Hersh discussed the need to eliminate the use of plastic bags in college departments. IE. Bookstore, student life events etc. (NOTE: recently on the local news: Fort Lauderdale implements four year plan to ban use of plastic bags).

· Alex Denis discussed the college-wide Facilities Master Plan that is in the planning stages, and will focus on sustainability initiatives, to include focus groups from all levels, and sustainability committee involvement.
