Your proposal will be evaluated on clarity of research idea, soundness of research design and methodology; assessment and evaluation; documentation of need and relevance to 21st century learning; and applicability to other instructional settings. You will need to complete your research by the end of Term II 2009-2010, and submit your final report by May 28, 2010.
EVALUATION. Proposals will be reviewed and recommended for award prior to the end of the fall term. Refer to the Classroom Research Award guidelines for writing a competitive, step-by-step proposal, available at the website listed above. 

AWARD. Professional recognition for these awards, once the research is completed and presented, is a $1,000 honorarium. Joint proposals from two or more faculty members will share the honorarium.
