The basic premise…is that teachers should use their classrooms as laboratories to study the learning process… teachers should become skillful, systematic observers of how the students in their classrooms learn.

4. Methodology - procedures and activities to conduct the research.
Provide a step-by-step description of how you will conduct your research. Be specific!  What kinds of materials will you be using? Will there be control and experimental groups? Will you use pre-and post-tests? Surveys? Questionnaires? Student self-assessments? Inventories? What is the time frame for your research?  (If you are using a known instrument or program, request written permission from the author or publisher – even if you are modifying its content).

Explain the evaluation process in detail, from data collection to determining outcomes and making conclusions. Be specific about how you will analyze data or evidence from your research study and its results.

If your proposal is recommended, you must complete the following to receive your research award: 

1.  A Classroom Research Award Evaluation form must be completed covering the research project you conducted.  It is due within 30 days of project completion.

 2. A presentation is required in the form of a workshop or panel discussion as part of Professional Development Day which is usually held annually at the end of February.
