(1040A, 1040ez, etc.)  and  
W-2 forms if under age 24.  

1. FILL OUT ONLINE 
APPLICATION. 
2. IF YOU DO NOT HAVE A 
PIN #, ANSWER “NO” TO PIN 
QUESTION, THEN PRINT, 
SIGN AND MAIL THE 
SIGNATURE PAGE FOUND AT 
END OF FAFSA . 
3. SAVE AS YOU GO 
4. ENTER BCC’s code: 001500 
5. CLICK “SUBMIT” at the end. 
6. CHECK myBCC/SOS 
(Student Online System at 
www.broward.edu) or Financial 
Aid Dept. after 2-3 weeks of 
submitting online FAFSA for 
other documents required. 
FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS, or 
Fin Aid will not be processed.

1. Complete an online 
admission application at 

www.facts.org if you 
are a U.S. citizen or 
permanent resident alien. 
2. Complete the FLORIDA 
RESIDENCY FOR 
TUITION PURPOSES 
AFFIDAVIT and include 
all documentation, if you 
qualify.  Mail or bring 
documents to Bldg. 100, 
1st floor lobby. 
3. Application fees: 
$35.00 - U.S. Citizens 
$75.00 – Int’l Students 
4. ALL OFFICIAL 
TRANSCRIPTS must be 
submitted to Registration 
within 30 days.

ACT/SAT: Students with test 
scores less than 2 years old 
may bring them to an 
Academic Advisor, Bldg. 100, 
1st floor lobby. 
 
Transfer Students: Bring a 
copy of each college transcript 
to Advisement, Bldg. 100, 1st 
floor lobby.

FEE PAYMENT  
 
Fees must be paid by payment 
due date, which is listed on 
your class schedule.

(www.broward.edu). BCC accepts 
Visa, Master Card, Discover, and 
AMEX. Cash and personal checks 
with proper ID are accepted at all 
campus cashier offices.
