Program Entrance Requirements: Minimum AA, AS or AAS degree (from a Regionally Accredited
Institution) and 2.0 out of 4.0 GPA in all previous post-secondary work. Students with 60 credit hours
but not holding a degree may be admitted to the program upon approval of the Associate Dean or Dean
if the AS General Education requirements have been satisfied and all other criteria are met.

Program Description: The Bachelor of Applied Science Degree in Technology Management provides
individuals who hold an Associate degree the opportunity to further their education. Students
completing this program will have the skills and knowledge required to become successful Technology
Managers and Leaders within public, private, and non-profit organizations. The curriculum offers a
learner-centered and practical approach to understanding Technology Management with a focus on
data analytics and IT management.

Foreign Language Requirement: Students must successfully complete the foreign language requirement
as prescribed in college policy and the college catalog.
